The Clerk reported that out of 420 pupils from the Reedley Primary School  315 have taken advantage of the free schools initiative in 2025/2026.

· Notice of a Casual Vacancy . 
The Clerk reported that arising from the recent death of Councillor V. Bates Pendle Council had given Notice that a casual vacancy had arisen for the Office of Councillor for Reedley Hallows Parish Council. If by the 23 February, 2026 (14 days after the date of the notice ) a request for an election to fill the vacancy is made in writing to the Returning Officer at Pendle Council by ten electors for the Parish , then an election will be held within sixty days of the date of the notice . If a request for an election is not received then the vacancy will be filled by co-option.

· Local Government Reorganisation Consultation. 
The Clerk Councils across Lancashire had been asked last year to put forward ideas for how local government reorganisation could work. In November 2025 five different proposals were submitted which can be viewed on the joint Lancashire LGR website  https:/lancashirelgr.co.uk/proposals . He reported that Government is running a statutory consultation on all five proposals to gather views from residents and stakeholders. The consultation opened   on the 5 February and will run until the 26 March, 2026. 

It was pointed out that individual Councillors can respond as well as the Parish Council.

The Clerk reported that the Clerk to the Old Laund Booth Parish Council had recently informed him that her Council were planning to liaise with the PCSO to see if  litter picking on this road could be a community project . However she had now informed him that as the Police are concentrating on the speeding task at the moment they hadn’t been able to get involved in this suggestion. She had also informed him that Jackie Heap will continue to do the top part when she can but had, at the same time., pointed out that it is a dangerous road to litter pick without coning it off. 

The Clerk reported that he would try and deal with the middle and bottom part and the bottom part of Cuckstool Lane before the next meeting . 

Councillor Grimshaw offered to raise the matter with the organisation which helped to plant the orchard trees on the Lucas Site to see if they could get involved as a Community Project.
