             51.  REDEVELOPMENT OF THE FORMER LUCAS SPORTS SITE. 
                    Philip Riley, Operations Manager , Pendle Borough Council addressed the meeting to 
                    outline the current position relating to this Scheme along with the proposed way forward 
                    to complete it. 

                    He explained that the Junior football pitch had been completed but would not be ready 
                    for use until the  start of the next football season(approx. August, 2026). Arrangements 
                    would be made to provide a ditch along the bottom of The Crescent and around the 
                    football pitch and install a pipe to assist with drainage of the site. Furthermore a shallow 
                    pond would be created . 

                    He reported that the Belvedere and Calder Vale Club would like to use the football pitch 
                    as there site cannot accommodate more teams. In return they will maintain the pitch . A 
                    suitable gate will be installed on Reedley Drive to assist with access from the Belvedere 
                    Site. 

                   He further reported that a sum of£70,000 was available for the Scheme but no funds are 
                   available for future maintenance . Therefore the Parish Council are being asked if they will 
                  be prepared to make funds available each year for this purpose. He understood that 
                  Brierfield Town Council may also be prepared to assist in this matter. 

                  He submitted an example of a suitable Childrens Play Area which could be installed at an 
                  estimated cost of £30,000  including purchase and installation . He undertook to let the 
                 Clerk have details of two examples of Play Areas for consideration at  the December, 2025 
                 meeting of the Parish Council. 

                   RESOLVED:   That arrangements be made for this Parish Council to consider, at their next 
                  meeting  the Play area   options  along with the level of financial support they could make 
                  available towards the cost of maintenance of the Scheme with the exception of the
                  football pitch.
