                          Parish Lengthsman’s Report 

· The Parish Lengthsman’s  report on work he had carried out during June , 2022  was received. He drew attention to the footpath diversion near New Laund Farm, off Cuckstool Lane, Brierfield. . 

                          Redevelopment of the Former Lucas Sports Ground Site. 
· The Clerk reported the receipt of an e mail dated 7 July, 2022 from Phil Riley Pendle Council Green Spaces Manager in which he explained that he had discussed with Neil Watson , Head of Planning regarding land levels on the Lucas Site . In summary he does not see the current levels as a material change to the site  given it is over 4 years since it was set at those levels . It has gone past the time of any enforcement action to force Barnfields to lower it. This means that the levels will be remaining as they currently are. The solution will be to plant a treeline/ hedge along the top of the banking to increase the privacy of the site from the householder. 
With regard to the work required to be done once Barnfield have completed their work he is of the opinion that there isn’t much point in progressing that work due to ever changing market conditions . However, he asked for the Parish Council’s views the area immediately below the Crescent which is very wet and boggy. As this end of the site is due to be a nature area/ picnic area etc he was proposing that the wet area is excavated and shaped to create a pond for wildlife as part of the Scheme.
